Abstract: This is a template for the report of the project-exam of the class of Prof. Enrico Zio.  Abstracts for the full paper should be concise and do not exceed 200 words. The abstract should be written in 11 points, Times New Roman and placed before the first section with a horizontal line before and after.  All text, tables, formulae, etc., presented in this paper are formatted according to the instructions below:

1.  INTRODUCTION

Students should submit by email to enrico.zio@polimi.it and to francesco.dimaio@polimi.it : 

· their full paper in both Word file and PDF file 

· a presentation of their work in 10 slides of powerpoint

· the files of any data used (in txt or in excel, etc.) 

· the files with any programs used (Matlab, etc.)

Submission of all the above is due no later than 6 June 2023. 
It is important that the papers are formatted in accordance with the instructions herein. Papers should not exceed 6 A4-size pages, including references and appendices.  

It is important that the students use their own technical editor and go through the paper to ensure the proper production quality. 
The work should contain the following:

· Demonstration of understanding of the use of the techniques
· Depth of the analysis of the techniques (e.g. by sensitivity analysis to show changes in the solution due to changes in the choice of the key parameters of the modelling technique, by critical comparison of the techniques, etc.)

· Depth of the critical analysis of the results

· Clarity of presentation of the work (problem statement, techniques description, calculations performed, results obtained, conclusions)

2.  FORMATTING AND UNITS

The text of the whole paper should be in 11 points, Times New Roman.  Please do not use any special fonts or foreign text characters. All margins should be set to 2.5 cm (1”).  There is no indention of the beginning of a paragraph.  The alignment of the paragraphs should be set at “justified” and separated by one blank line.  All text should be set for single line spacing.  Please do not use the double column format in the preparation of the full paper.  Page numbering is not required.  

3.  ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS

3.1.  Headings, Tables, and Graphics

First level heading should be in bold, uppercase; second level headings in bold, title case; third level should be in regular title case, and underlined.

Text in tables should be at least Times New Roman 10 pt.  Tables, pictures and graphs have to be centered, numbered and must have titles.  Numbers and titles of tables, pictures and graphs have to be above tables or pictures, and have to be centered.  The example of how to format a table is Table 1 below.
